Over many centuries artists have played a significant role in the discovery of new worlds. Their 
presence has been required for everything from the fulfilment of military and political ambitions to 
the enlargement of scientific knowledge and the fulfilment of the public thirst for visions of utopia. 
Many artists set out to fulfil just one or two of these roles, only to find themselves unwittingly agents 
of other purposes.

This study day will explore the work of artists of expedition from a wide range of geographical 
locations and points in time.

Elaine Shaughnessy worked for many years on Joseph Banks’ Florilegium, one of the fruits of the 
voyages of artist Sydney Parkinson, who accompanied Cook in the Pacific. Her professional career 
has been with a number of environmental and natural history organisations such as the Linnaean 
Society, the World Land Trust and the Society for the History of Natural History.
