An exhibition of recent etchings, monoprints and pastels inspired by gardens and landscapes around Barbra’s Cumbria studio and her travels abroad.
Barbra is an established painter and print maker who works in the Fylde and in Cumbria. Her work is based on transience in gardens with a special interest in small creatures such as birds and butterflies. She says of her work “Transience is a magical moment, and my work is about change, the poppy buds that burst into flowers changing into seed heads, leaves decaying into a skeletal pattern, a fragile state.” 
She is widely travelled and her exhibition at Brantwood includes work produced on a journey to the `Orchid Gardens` in Durban, South Africa and `Longwood Gardens` in Philadelphia which inspired drawings and etchings of beautiful orchids. The Japanese culture also influences her ideas and quotes can be seen woven into her work. Her exhibition includes work inspired by John Ruskin’s gardens at Brantwood, as well as those closer to her home on the Fylde.
Barbra is a skilled printmaker and the techniques she uses as part of the etching process include drawing with a point or etching the plate with acid, sometimes in combination with monoprint. The pieces are then hand coloured and printed in small editions. 
Barbra is a member of The Green Door Studio and The Printmakers Council. She has exhibited widely in Cumbria and Lancashire, as well as in London, and Brantwood is delighted to welcome her to the Severn Studio this autumn.
“Gardens and Landscapes” is open daily from 11am until 5.30pm until 13th November. From 14th November until 8th January it is open Wednesday to Sunday from 11am until 4.30pm, closed Christmas Day.
