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Venice: Water and Stone

An exhibition of photographs by Sarah Quill

Blue Gallery, Brantwood, Coniston 15th March – 15th May 2011

Details in stone are shown alongside images of the reflections of the city’s architecture following high water and flooding. Also exhibited are abstract compositions of water from the island of Burano in the Venetian lagoon.

Venice is seen from a different viewpoint, reflected in flood waters creating near-abstract images, and in architectural studies that mirror Ruskin’s own drawings of the city he loved. After 40 years of photographing Venice Sarah Quill is highly respected for her work, and Brantwood is delighted to host her latest show.

Sarah Quill has worked as a freelance photographer since 1971, and began a photographic documentation of Venice in the same year. Her pictures have been reproduced in a wide variety of books and publications on subjects ranging from the architectural history of Venice to heritage conservation, travel, and the problems faced by the city and the lagoon. The resulting photographic archive, still growing, now amounts to 120,000 images. Sarah has had exhibitions in Venice and in London. 
She has also worked as stills photographer on a number of feature films, and took the set photographs on films such as Wagner, Nineteen Eighty-Four, Steaming, and the Oscar-winning A Room With A View, capturing images of such stars as Richard Burton, Vanessa Redgrave, Helena Bonham Carter, and Charles Dance. It is for her work on Venice, however, that she is best known.
