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Shorelines

An exhibition of paintings and monoprints at Brantwood's Severn Studio, Coniston, Cumbria, July 30th – Sept 4th 2011

Tracy Levine is an established artist working from her studio in Arnside, South Cumbria. This major exhibition showcases some of her most recent work which takes inspiration from the landscapes and seascapes of Cumbria, The Hebrides and the Cornish coast.

The immediate area of her home in South Lakeland's area of outstanding natural beauty and the nearby Lake District National Park have proved to provide a perfect subject for her artistic interpretation. Tracy's contemporary paintings capture the spirit of the landscapes that inspire her. Her feelings and awareness of an environment are portrayed on canvas in work that expresses a strong connection and sense of place. The peacefulness and tranquillity, the energy, the light, and the various moods are all expressed in these art works. 
The subjects are mostly places that she knows well or visits often in all weathers and at different times of day and seasons and include coast, woodland, fells and rivers. The intensity of observation, through painting and drawing in situ, and experience of the landscape are captured in the ensuing studio work.

Tracy embraces an extensive variety of media in her paintings, sometimes including collaged materials such as silver leaf and found matter. Her skilled use of various painting media is applied with confidence and freedom of expression the resulting work reflecting a distinctively individual style of semi-abstract intuitive work. Her printmaking combines original experimental monoprinting techniques with painterly elements, each piece individual and unique.

Her work is exhibited widely in galleries around the UK and she has won several awards and prizes including first prize in the Cumbria Open.

Shorelines is on display from Saturday 30th July until Sunday 4th September and all the artworks are for sale. The exhibition is open daily from 11am until 5.30pm. Admission is included in the house or garden ticket.
