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BENYOUNES STRING QUARTET IN CONCERT

Coniston, Cumbria – The second concert in Brantwood’s winter series features the Benyounes String Quartet playing Haydn, Mozart and Mendelssohn on Saturday 22nd November.
The Quartet was formed in 2006 and comprises Zara Benyounes (violin), Emily Holland (violin), Sara Roberts (viola) and Kim Vaughan (cello). The group is committed to bringing music to audiences outside the traditional concert hall venue – ideal for Brantwood whose concert series takes place in the very special setting of John Ruskin’s Drawing Room and provides a platform for young professional musicians. The group has seen recent successes including the Royal Northern College of Music (RNCM) Ravel Prize, and the Nossek Prize for the performance of a Romantic String Quartet. The Benyounes Quartet represented the RNCM in the Gerald Heller Intercollegiate Quartet Competition at the Royal Academy of Music, London and were awarded 2nd prize for their performance of the Ravel String Quartet.

The Quartet has appeared at prestigious chamber music festivals, and has performed at venues in Manchester and around the UK including the Whitworth Art Gallery and St Anne’s Church, Manchester and the Duke’s Hall, Royal Academy of Music, London. The Quartet recently featured in the Leek Arts Festival in Staffordshire, and was invited to give a Young Artists Recital at the Lake District Summer Music Festival.

A highlight for 2008 was to perform for the Duchess of Kent in celebration of her time as patron at the RNCM.  Next season promises to be exciting and rewarding with forthcoming recitals in the UK and Ireland, and an invitation to perform works by Hindemith at the International Viola Congress in Cape Town, South Africa in July 2009.

Individually, members of the quartet have played with many leading orchestras including the Hallé, the BBC Philharmonic, Manchester Camerata, Northern Chamber Orchestra, Opera North and the Scottish Chamber Orchestra.
All concerts begin at 7pm. Tickets are £12 and include wine and canapés served during the interval. Tickets are now on sale at Brantwood and pre-booking is essential as tickets are limited.
