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GLASS, LIGHT AND SPACE

Jo Vincent showcases a new collection of bespoke glass wall panels and mirrors, alongside smaller accessories, including jewelery and vessels at her first solo exhibition, to be held at Brantwood, Coniston.

Her glass is hand made utilising various kiln forming processes, which ensure that each piece is unique. The glass is cut, layered and fused or cast at temperatures around 840 degrees c. 

Pieces are fired in multiple kiln firings to achieve the textures and colours required and the glass can be in the kiln for up to 3 days for larger pieces.

The kiln at the studio allows for pieces up to 2m x 1m to be made.

There are also facilities for the glass to be ground, polished, drilled and etched.

Jo is continuously inspired by the rural landscape around her. The surfaces, textures and forms produced are taken from the architecture, patterns, rhythms and continuous shifts recorded. The intriguing way light passes through and reflects on and off the material is of particular interest.

Jo does show her work nationally through galleries, but predominantly works to commission on a variety of projects, for private, corporate, leisure and public spaces.

Recent commissions include large bespoke lighting features for the Chapel Gallery in Ormskirk, a 5m long chandelier for a private client in Cumbria, lighting and door plates for the new boutique guest house, ‘no43’ in Arnside and door handles for Rocco Forte Hotels prestigious ‘Browns’ hotel.

In November 2008 she won the Pearsons Prize category for ‘Best use of glass in Fusion’ for her large scale chandelier in Cumbria and in June 2008 she won the ‘Lighting Award’ at the ‘Design Show Liverpool’

Jo Vincent trained in Leeds, Italy and London. She set up her studio in the English Lake District in 2000.
