Fiona looks to nature for her inspiration, seeing layers of colour, texture and patterns which she recreates in her paintings, building up the picture surface, sometimes printing into the paint, but always the continuous layering of colour over colour.

She has shown work at the Society of Wildlife Art in London and the National Exhibition of Wildlife Art. She has also exhibited in Sweden where several pieces of work were bought by the Swedish State.
