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BRANTWOOD YOUNG MUSICIANS CONCERT SERIES

FLUTE AND HARP RECITAL
Coniston Cumbria – Brantwood has successfully run an annual seasonal series of concerts since 2000 giving young professional musicians an opportunity to perform to a small audience in the intimate atmosphere of John Ruskin’s Drawing Room. The 2009/10 series begins with a Harp and Flute recital on Saturday 24th October, performed by flutist Gemma Sheehan-Dare and harpist Marie Leenhardt. The varied programme includes Bach, Debussy, Faure, Ibert, Mozart, Piazzolla, Ravel and Takemitsu. For full details please see Editor’s Notes attached to the press release.
Gemma Sheehan-Dare graduated from the University of Manchester in 2008 with a Bachelor of Arts Honours degree in Music. Whilst at university she studied flute with the renowned Alan Lockwood. Gemma is currently studying at the Royal Northern College of Music where she was awarded a major entrance award to study for a Postgraduate Diploma. She regularly plays with the St. Cecelia Orchestra and the Mowbray Orchestra and has recently performed with the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic Orchestra. This year she has been accepted on the Hallé Orchestra’s Professional Access Scheme and hopes to one day make it as a professional orchestral player.

Marie Leenhardt studied first in Geneva and then at the Conservatoire Supérieur de Musique de Lyon, where she graduated in harp and chamber music. She worked with various French, Swiss and German orchestras and was chosen to play the harp for both the French and European Youth orchestras. In 1994 she left France for Manchester to take up the position of principal harp in the Hallé Orchestra.

 

Since then she has toured extensively with the Hallé, in Europe, the USA, Japan, Hong Kong and South America, has often performed as a soloist (Mozart, Debussy, Ravel, Ginastera, Reinecke) with the Hallé as well as with other orchestras, has recorded for TV series and rock group albums, played at St James’s Palace, and formed a chamber music trio (Trio Fauve, Fl Vla and Hp), which plays mainly 20th and 21st century music, encouraging composers to develop the repertoire.

 

More recently she has played with the pop group Elbow during the Manchester International Festival and lead the section of six harps in the critically acclaimed performance of Wagner's Götterdämmerung under the direction of Sir Mark Elder in May.
Music was an important part of the life of Brantwood in John Ruskin’s day, who lived here from 1872 until 1900.The concert series sustains the Ruskin legacy and supports the career development of talented young musicians. A further 3 concerts complete the series:
