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“Journeys”

 An exhibition of paintings by Freya Horsley

Coniston, Cumbria – Freya Horsley is an exciting young artist whose work is attracting serious attention. Based in York, she exhibits nationally and her style is clearly influenced by that of Turner and Ruskin. “Journeys” will be on display in Brantwood’s Severn Studio from 14th August until 26th September 2010, briefly coinciding with the main house exhibition “From Gilpin to Turner: Chaos in Paradise, containing several original Turner paintings and on display until 23rd August.
Freya says of her work: “With the European travels of Ruskin and Turner and their beautiful watercolours of Alpine lakes and mountains in mind, I wanted this exhibition to reflect on journeys I have made and recorded in painting, from Scotland and the Lake District to the Himalayas of Nepal.” The exhibition also features a series of paintings from Freya’s recent trip to Venice, echoing the strong connection of both artists with the city.
Turner’s epic evocations of light and weather have always been an important influence to Freya. Whether here in the Lake District or in the Himalayas, where she recently trekked to Everest Base Camp, Freya loves to paint the drama of mountain landscapes. Walking is central to her practice, and allows information to be gathered directly from the landscape, to experience the space and wildness of mountain tops, moorland and coast, and listen to their sounds and rhythms. Freya fills sketchbooks with notes and drawings in a variety of media which she uses as starting points for paintings and to jog memories later on. In the studio the bigger paintings evolve through many layers. Freya explains her technique. “I often begin with highly diluted acrylic paint, puddled on to the canvas or board, followed by transparent layers of oil paint, some areas of the surface becoming textured and highly worked and others remaining more translucent and simple. “
The resulting artwork is distinctive and highly professional making this an exhibition not to be missed.
