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“Hares Leap! Curlews Cry!

Exhibition by Lisa Hooper

Coniston, Cumbria – Lisa Hooper’s latest exhibition “Hares Leap! Curlews Cry!” opens at Brantwood on Friday 4th September featuring recent prints and originals inspired by the natural history and landscape of Galloway. The show includes a picture which won a national prize in 2008 – a hand coloured woodcut, A Gaggle of Geese won an award from the magazine, "Birds Illustrated" for the most outstanding piece of bird inspired art, at the National Exhibition of Wildlife Art, which takes place annually on the Wirral.  The Brantwood exhibition includes more than 30 other woodcuts, etchings and mixed media pictures inspired by birds and the natural environment.
Lisa's work is characterised by its diversity: she uses a wide range of print media including collagraph, monotype, woodcuts, etchings and driftwood prints as well as batik paintings on paper.  She particularly enjoys working with hand made Indian papers and her work varies in scale.  About her work Lisa says “The natural environment is a great source of recreational pleasure as well as an inspiration to me. Originally a career conservationist, it was the natural beauty of Dumfries and Galloway which drew me to the area. At the western end of the county you are exposed to the elements: most obviously the sea in all its moods, but also to the deeply rural way of life which continues to resist change. This proximity to nature is of course enhanced by the birds animals and plants which have long made the area their home. This double thread – the landscape and its natural history – is what speaks to me: and that is what I am endeavouring to record and share in these works. Recent holidays on Arran have also proved inspirational.”

Lisa works from her studio/gallery in Port William where she also runs workshops in many of these techniques.

The exhibition is based in Brantwood’s Severn Studio and runs from Friday 4th September until Sunday 1st November and is open daily from 11am until 5.30pm.
