Coniston, Cumbria – Acclaimed Cumbrian artist, Maggie Berkowitz, brings her latest exhibition “The Language of Art is Universal” to Brantwood in September 2007. Based at her Milnthorpe studio, Maggie produces impressive ceramic panels and murals which will be displayed to full effect in the spectacular setting of Brantwood’s Severn Studio, with its wonderful views over Coniston Water.
Maggie works to commission and in recent years has produced ceramic pieces for local attractions and businesses, including the Aquarium of the Lakes and Brewery Arts Centre at Kendal. She has exhibited her work at international venues, Japan being a particular favourite, as well as at prestigious venues in this country such as the Victoria and Albert Museum. Her work has featured in several publications on contemporary and historic ceramics.
Lida Kindersley, an active member of the Ruskin Society, will open a `Private View` of the exhibition on Friday 7th September at 7pm. Lida is a renowned stone lettercutter, type designer, author and publisher based at the Cardozo Kindersley Workshop in Cambridge. In 2000 she received the National Stone Federation’s Award for Craftsmanship and the prize for designing the Millennium Dome Celebration medal. Lida has been on radio and T.V, most notably being featured on BBC 2’s “A Passion For Churches”.
Both Maggie and Lida have an interest in John Ruskin’s working practices which is evident in their own work - Lida having been involved in several projects relating to him in recent years.

Maggie’s show “The Language of Art is Universal” is on display at Brantwood from Saturday 1st September until Sunday 30th September 2007. It is open daily from 11am until 5.30pm and admission is included in the house or garden ticket.
