Drawing Workshops at Brantwood

Workshops have been scheduled for every month throughout the year. During the warmer months, weather permitting, Patrick will encourage the participants to sketch outdoors, making the most of Brantwood’s spectacular lakeside setting and its extensive woodland estate.
Workshop dates for 2007 are: 26th January, 16th February, 23rd March, 20th April, 18th May, 22nd June, 20th July, 17th August, 14th September, 19th October, 16th November, 7th December. The cost is £40 per person per workshop and pre-booking is essential as places are limited. All materials are provide, plus an endless supply of tea and coffee.
