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“Light, Rock, Water”

Exhibition by Phil Entwistle

Coniston, Cumbria – Phil Entwistle is an exciting artist. Working in oils, pastels, watercolour and mixed media he specialises in portraying majestic landscapes, which he paints in great detail. `Light, Rock, Water` is Phil’s first solo exhibition and is on show in the Severn Studio at Brantwood from 13th March until 3rd May 2010.

Phil Entwistle grew up in Lancaster.  Hill-walking and painting are two of his lifelong interests.  He exhibited regularly for many years before becoming a full-time artist in 2007. He accepts that it’s a challenge to find something new to say about the sublime landscape of the Lake District, which has inspired artists for centuries.  His oil-and-ink paintings are not “views”.  They concentrate on the elemental forces at work in this rugged terrain.

Phil says of his work: “The paintings try to convey the fells as majestic yet vulnerable, ancient yet ever-changing, succumbing inevitably to erosion.  Human presence is hinted at by a ruined sheepfold, a path, or an occasional distant figure; but this work is about the landscape as a physical object, largely unclothed by vegetation and unaffected by man.  A fragment of fellside taken out of context becomes a rhythmic pattern of crag, scree and gully.” This edge of perception between the abstract and the figurative is a theme that emerges in the exhibition. 

“Light, Rock, Water” is open daily from 13th March until 3rd May, 11am until 5.30pm.
