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`SPACE AND PLACE` Exhibition by Trident Textiles

7th November 2009 – 10th January 2010
Trident Textiles, formally known as Trident Stitchers, comprise five south Cumbria artists: Pat Crellin, Chris Macadie, Helen McKenna, Kate Tame and Barbara Wright. The group formed in 1996 and hold regular workshops together to try out new ideas and have a lively interchange of ideas. They collaborate to exhibit their work to show the range of textile media used.
The title for their current body of work `Space and Place` reflects their interest in organising  work according to the special places that each know from experience and memory; “We organise our world according to special places that we know from our memory. We translated this to mean spirit of place which refers to unique, distinctive and cherished aspects...”

Each artist has an individual and distinctive style.

Pat Crellin uses machine stitching, using the needle freely as a drawing tool. Backgrounds for the stitching can be hand-made felt, hand dyed fabrics, often over-printed. Eventually the whole piece is embellished with hand stitching and beads.

Chris Macadie is a founder member of the group and has exhibited with them many times. Her work is varied, including framed pieces, fashion accessories and items for the home.
Helen McKenna creates unique clothing and accessories using tulle, silk, dyed vintage embroidered cloths, ribbons, lace and contrsucted fabrics. Her work is often inspired by the Latin American countries of Argentina and Mexico.
Kate Tame uses her sewing machine freehand, blending layers of fabric and thread in subtle colours to capture the reflected lights and mists of landscapes, seascapes and skyscapes.

Barbara Wright is a textile and mixed media artist. Her current work is more textile based and is inspired by the varied textures found in silks, wools, fibres and found objects.

“Space and Place” is a selling exhibition and is on show in Brantwood’s Severn Studio from Saturday 7th November 2009 until 10th January 2010. The exhibition is open daily from 11am until 5.30pm until November 15th. It is then open Wednesday to Sunday 11am until 4.30pm. Admission is included in the house or garden ticket.
